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Memorial Day, originally called 
Decoration Day, is a day of 
remembrance for those who 
have died in our nation’s service.  
It was proclaimed on 5 May 
1868 by General John Logan 
national commander of the 
Grand Army of Republic and was 
first observed on 30 May 1868, 
when flowers were placed on 
the graves of Union and 
Confederate soldiers at 
Arlington National Cemetery.  It 
is now celebrated on the last 
Monday in May, which was 
passed by Congress in 1971. 
 

In 1915, Moina Michael 
conceived an idea to wear red 
poppies on Memorial Day in 
honor of those who died 
serving the nation during war. 
She was the first to wear one 
and sold poppies to her friends 
with the money going to 
benefit service men in need. 
Shortly before Memorial Day in 
1922, the VFW became the 
first veterans’ organization to 
nationally sell poppies.
